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ON THE QUESTION OF THEORY AND PRACTICE
OF SOCIAL QUALITY POLICY IN POST-WAR UKRAINE

The search for policy components and mechanisms for the post-war recovery and recon-
struction of Ukraines economy is relevant even when hostilities are still ongoing, be-
cause the world experience and the current conditions in the global economy point to
the need for an early rethinking of the expected so-called “new normality”. For Ukraine,
the latter has both endogenous and exogenous dimensions and in the post-war period
will be largely determined — as regards population’ life, the functioning of the state, the
country’s defense capabilities, and business activities — by the conditions of the Associa-
tion Agreement between Ukraine and the EU. On the way to full membership, it will
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consolidate society in the post-war period and will also play an organizing role in obtai-
ning necessary financial resources. On these particular grounds, in view of Ukrain€’s
future membership in the EU as the basis of internal and external policy in the spheres
of economy and social policy for tackling the issues of post-war recovery and economic
development, the need for use in Ukraine of the content, substance, mechanisms and
indicators of social quality, which has been forming on the European continent since the
end of the 20th century, is substantiated. The proposed principles of social quality policy
as a modern integral mechanism for ensuring social stability are the result of joint deve-
lopments of the Institute for Economics and Forecasting of the NAS of Ukraine and the
International Association on Social Quality, which have been carried out over the past
five years in accordance with the agreement on creative cooperation.

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This article examines the nature of the Ukraine War as a geoeconomic confrontation.
It clarifies the factors that make Ukraine worth fighting for from a geoeconomic
perspective. Subsequently, it explains the response of the collective West to the Russian
invasion of Ukraine, as well as Moscow’s asymmetric countermeasures. As a corollary,
it argues that the fate of a post-war Ukraine might be shaped by geoeconomic realities.

Keywords: geoeconomics; Ukraine War; Russia; economic warfare.

In the early post-Cold War era, it was widely believed that — as a result of the
rise of globalisation — traditional geopolitical rivalries would be replaced
with peaceful collaboration and harmonious economic competition under
the umbrella of a “rules-based order”. Such assumption, anchored to the
worldview of classical liberalism and its intellectual iterations, held that the
end of the 20th century would give birth to an era of unparalleled prosperity,
everlasting peace and institutionalised collaborative governance. According
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to this reasoning, conflict would no longer make sense in a world in which
everybody could profit on a mutually beneficial basis. The rewards of trade
would perpetually discourage the scourge of war. In a world of thriving global
markets, bullets would become little more than an outdated anachronism, a
relic from a bygone era. The anthropologically optimistic promise of “Whig
historiography’ about an inevitable march towards ‘progress’ would finally be
tulfilled. The end of history had been declared by the likes of Francis Fukuyama
and his intellectual disciples.

However, such viewpoint — usually championed by orthodox neoclassi-
cal economists, technocratic policymakers, idealistic scholars and some
transnational business interests — overlooks the weight of history, the pro-
pensity for confrontation as an unavoidable feature of human nature, the re-
currence of irreconcilable interests and the structure of the international sys-
tem as an anarchic arena in which danger and uncertainty are commonplace.
These realities can be ignored for ideological preferences, but states cannot
afford to ignore their consequential problematic ramifications. They cannot
neglect the possibility that hostile forces might target them. Considering such
threats is a must in terms of national security, foreign policy and grand stra-
tegy. After all, the quintessential concept of the political entails the deadly
collective distinction between friends and enemies made by polities in a
ruthless metaphorical jungle where struggles can potentially turn vicious and
nasty [1]. Hence, thinking permanently about conflict and developing an ap-
propriate preparedness is a matter of life and death, as Sun Tzu [2] observed
many centuries ago.

However, conflict is a kaleidoscopic phenomenon whose permutations are
constantly evolving, like ancient and contemporary theorists of war have ex-
plained [3]. In this respect, the ascent of complex interdependence has not in-
validated the logic of conflict, but its structural impact has not been irrelevant
either. Specifically, it has increased the sophistication of warfare and reshuftled
its grammar in the arenas in which new expressions of strategic competition
are flourishing. In this respect, in an environment of interconnectedness, ex-
changes, links and interactional conduits can be weaponised. Hence, the eco-
nomic sphere of markets, commerce, industry, finance and money has become
a fierce battlespace in which threats of disruption, manipulation, control, con-
quest and subordination are present. Hence, hybrid neo-mercantilist para-
digms — which combine strategic, political and economic contents — like geo-
economics [4], economic statecraft [5] and mercantile realism [6] have been
formulated to approach these phenomena.

In this regard, the 2022 ongoing Russian invasion of Ukraine dissipated
remaining doubts about the extinction of inter-state war as a forceful way to
settle unresolved geopolitical disputes in the 21st century. Although other
precedents pointed in the same direction, the large scale of this conflict and
the far-reaching tectonic resonance of its shockwaves demonstrate that hard
power is an instrumental tool that states can resort to in order to advance
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their interests, even if that entails the fateful decision to open Pandora’s box.
Nevertheless, this conflict is not just being fought through purely military
means. In fact, this confrontation is also reflected in the domains of cyber-
space, the clash of contrasting civilisational worldviews, and the circulation
of propaganda throughout the info-sphere. Plus, the belligerents are also en-
gaging each other in the geoeconomic operational theatre, and Ukraine itself
is worth fighting for from a geoeconomic perspective.

UKRAINE AS GEOECONOMIC PRIZE

Ukraine’s relevance goes beyond its role as a perpetual battleground, con-
tested borderland, buffer state and geopolitical pivot that great powers con-
stantly seek to control for their own imperial pursuits. This Eastern European
state is relevant from a geoeconomic viewpoint as well. It contains infrastruc-
ture that connects Russia with the European peninsula, including vast net-
works of natural gas pipelines and motorways. Therefore, it can operate as a
corridor of trade and energy flows. Additionally, the Dnieper River — a na-
vigable waterway — and Ukraine’s access to the Black Sea through the port of
Odesa means that Ukraine’s geography offers an optimal gateway to partici-
pate in international trade and, through the development of economic ex-
changes with the wider world, harness the resulting benefits for fostering
growth, development and prosperity. It must be noted that, unlike several
landlocked post-Soviet states, Ukraine has access to warm waters.

Likewise, Ukraine was one of the most developed republics of the Soviet
Union and its GDP is the third largest in the post-Soviet space, after the Rus-
sian Federation and Kazakhstan. Furthermore, despite prolonged economic
hardship, Ukraine retains important industrial capabilities in the fields of
steelmaking, aerospace, shipbuilding, chemicals and the manufacture of mili-
tary equipment. Moreover, thanks to a well-educated human capital and fo-
reign investments, Ukraine has nurtured a dynamic high-tech sector with com-
parative advantages in the production of software, IT services and research and
development activities. Thus, far from being a peripheral backwater, Ukraine
has the profile of an emerging economy with a substantial potential.

Finally, regarding natural resources, Ukraine contains deposits of both
coal and metallic minerals such as iron, titanium, manganese and uranium,
all of which are needed for various industrial applications. This country is
also an important source of neon, a gaseous chemical element that is crucial
for the production of chips and lasers. Another remarkable aspect is that
Ukraine possesses fertile land (known as chernozem or ‘black soil’) that is
suitable for growing cereals — such as wheat, corn and barley — as well as
cash crops like potatoes, sunflowers, pumpkins and sugar beets. Tellingly,
Ukraine’s role as a breadbasket is even depicted in the colors of its national
flag: it represents a landscape of a bright yellow wheat field below a blue sky.
Notably, the profits earned through exports of Ukrainian grains provided
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funding for Stalin’s ambitious plans to hasten Soviet industrialisation in order
to close a gap that placed the URRS in a disadvantageous position vis-a-vis
advanced Western capitalist powers. Plus, one of the reasons why the Third
Reich’s strategists were strongly interested in conquering Ukraine was be-
cause Nazi Germany was not self-sufficient in the production of food [7].

Therefore, considering its geoeconomic profile, Ukraine constitutes a
highly desirable prize. As such, great powers are willing to go to great lengths
to determine its orientation and, if possible, to control it in accordance with
their interests. For Russia, the successful completion of the Eurasian Eco-
nomic Union — a geoeconomic bloc under Moscow’s leadership — requires
the integration of Ukraine into said framework. This project, conceived to
encourage reintegration in the post-Soviet space through the conformation
of a single economic space, contemplates the removal of trade restrictions,
the establishment of transnational industrial structures, the circulation of in-
vestments, the generation of synergic complementariness and even monetary
and financial unification in the long run. Thus, Ukraine would be the crown
jewel of this Russian project, as well as a pivot to deepen ties to the rest of
Europe. Nevertheless, as a result of the 2004 Orange Revolution and the
Euromaidan protests that broke out a decade later, Kyiv has assumed a pro-
Western orientation instead. This realignment is reflected in the quest for
membership in the European Union, the bloc headed by Germany. For the
EU, Ukraine could be a convenient junior partner as a source of both cheap
labour and raw materials, a magnet for profitable investments and as an at-
tractive consumer market that could absorb exports from EU core countries.
In turn, Kiev prefers to directly attach itself to Brussels’ geoeconomic orbit
for both business opportunities and political reasons related to an interest in
not returning to the Kremlin’s sphere of influence.

Nonetheless, formal membership is doubtful for several reasons, despite the
Europhile views held by many Ukrainians. The country has a fairly large popula-
tion (more than 40 million people) and its GDP per capita is substantially below
the average EU members, let alone the wealthiest. Furthermore, a hard currency
like the euro would hardly operate in a functional manner in Ukraine. Likewise,
Ukraine’s rising inflation levels represent a problem which fuels instability. Ad-
dressing these imbalances would be challenging in a context in which the EU is
already struggling with its own internal problems, disagreements and shortco-
mings. Moreover, Ukraine’s political conditions are chaotic due to factors like its
compromised territorial integrity, geopolitical volatility and bitter internal rival-
ries, not to mention the presence of Russian troops. Likewise, there are also po-
litical obstacles that would have to be faced, such as corruption or democratic
standards. As a response to the recent invasion launched by the Kremlin and as
an act of solidarity, Poland has proposed that Ukraine be admitted to the EU but
good will alone will not suffice to overcome these issues or cover reconstruction
costs once the ongoing war is over. Much more than benevolence and friendship
would be needed to make it happen in the near future.
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WESTERN PUNITIVE SANCTIONS

The Russian invasion of Ukraine sparked outrage and heightened strategic
anxieties in Washington and Brussels. Nevertheless, a military intervention
by NATO forces was unthinkable. Such course of action could rapidly esca-
late to dangerous proportions, especially considering that both sides have
large nuclear arsenals. Therefore, along with material and diplomatic support
for Ukrainian forces, the West resorted to coercive financial sanctions — by
now a staple of economic statecraft — in order to punish Russia. Such mea-
sure was chosen because it is much less risky than a direct kinetic engage-
ment. This is a powerful reminder that the role of the American dollar as the
world’s dominant reserve currency and Western control over the nerve cen-
tres of international financial circuits confer strategic advantages that can be
readily weaponised. Plus, as American statesman [8] has argued, there is a
close connection between the SWIFT network — a private cooperative —
and the US intelligence community.

The first sanctions announced by the Biden administration were rather
symbolic and they only targeted Russian elites. However, after a transatlantic
consensus was reached (not without the initial reluctance of several European
states), much stronger sanctions were implemented. In fact, the decision to ex-
clude multiple Russian banking entities from the SWIFT network — an option
that has been referred to as ‘the financial equivalent of a nuclear strike’ — rep-
resents a heavy blow because it restricts the ability of the Russian economy to
engage in international transactions. Nevertheless, this strategy sought to mi-
nimise the impact for some of Russia’s European trade partners. Hence, excep-
tions were made for the supply of Russian energy to European consumer mar-
kets, the purchase of Russian diamonds by jewelleries headquartered in Ant-
werp and the exports of Italian luxury items. A key consideration was that a
significant disruption in the flow of fossil fuels would make prices skyrocket all
over the world and paralyse several European economies, something that could
deepen the global economic downturn provoked by the COVID-19 pandemic.

Moreover, in order to increase the projection of Western economic fire-
power, the holdings of Russia’s Central Bank were also hit. Specifically, the US,
the UK, the EU and even Switzerland decided to freeze its assets held in their
jurisdictions, which constitute the majority of Russia’s reserves of 630 billion
USD. Although seizing an enemy’s wealth is not uncommon in war, the pur-
pose of this move is to bring down the exchange rate of the Russian rouble
and to undermine Moscow’s ability to implement a monetary policy that ope-
rates as an effective anchor of macroeconomic stability. The expectation is to
unleash a destruction of wealth through bank runs, hyperinflation, the bank-
ruptcy of Russian businesses, a massive credit crunch, the evaporation of sa-
vings, the rapid depletion of remaining foreign currency reserves and per-
haps even the implosion of the entire Russian financial system. Needless to
say, these effects would be detrimental for Russia’s war effort and for other
components of national power. As French Finance Minister Bruno Le Maire
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explained, the West is “waging a total economic and financial war against
Russia.” Yet, the Russian ownership of that money has not been revoked, like-
ly because Western powers need to keep some sort of upper hand worth le-
veraging in eventual negotiations with Moscow and also because said mea-
sure can backfire since it would encourage non-Western states to redouble
their efforts to design alternative financial and monetary systems.

In addition, the White House decided to restrict the exports of high-tech
items and semiconductors to Russia. The point is to hamper the strategic mo-
dernisation of Russia’s military-industrial complex and the upgrade of Russian
aerospace and robotics capabilities. Without such components, it will be diffi-
cult for Russia to develop comparative advantages which could harness the
promising potential derived from the wave of innovation known as the “Fourth
Industrial Revolution.” In turn, Germany refused to greenlight the Nord Stream
2 natural gas pipeline. In a truly unprecedented move that signals a ground-
breaking departure from its position of strategic neutrality, Switzerland agreed
to adopt the full package of EU sanctions. Even Western private companies
joined this campaign. Particularly, hundreds of large Western companies from
many sectors — including car-making, food and beverages, industrial manufac-
turing, energy, finance, aerospace, high-tech, telecom, logistics, digital services,
social media, tourism, fashion, luxury items and sports, amongst others — have
abandoned their business operations in the Russian market either totally or par-
tially. In addition, heavyweight rating agencies have downgraded Russian credit
to the speculative status of junk;, which means that Moscow’s ability to borrow
money in international markets has been substantially diminished.

From a long-range perspective, this combined counteroffensive of eco-
nomic «Blitzkrieg» demonstrated the cohesiveness of the Western bloc and a
strong resolve to face a rival great power seen as increasingly aggressive and
unpredictable. Nevertheless, the reach of this campaign could go much fur-
ther than simply trying to evict Russian forces from Ukrainian soil. In fact,
since it would inflict a considerable damage, its objective is to unleash the
outright collapse of the Russian economy as a whole, a development that
could trigger civil unrest, widespread turmoil, a destabilising power struggle
in Moscow or even regime change as a result of either a ‘color revolution’ or
a coup détat launched by the «sylovyky» clan or senior military commanders
that are not satisfied with the counterproductive results of Vladimir Putin’s
dangerous strategic gamble. Indeed, Germany’s Foreign Minister Annalena
Baerbock — one of the most outspoken advocates of a hard-line Atlanticist
approach — openly acknowledges that the endgame is to “ruin Russia.” Simi-
larly, the Canadian Foreign Minister Melanie Joly has confirmed that the ul-
timate goal of the transatlantic bloc is “to suffocate the Russian regime”.

Concerning the viability of said outcome, finishing off Russia as a func-
tional national state might sound far-fetched, but the idea of provoking its
demise is not unconceivable. Actually, the dissolution of the Soviet Union
was strongly conditioned by factors such as: i) the inability to sustain a pro-
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longed and costly arms race against a rival great power that was economi-
cally and technologically superior, ii) the lethargic stagnancy of the Soviet
economy, unable to reform, modernise or revitalise itself, iii) the depletion of
resources as a result of the Soviet military intervention in Afghanistan against
the Mujahideen and the control of Warsaw Pact satellites, increasingly en-
gulfed by socio-political agitation, and iv) the intentional fall of oil prices,
engineered by Washington and Riyadh. Moreover, the Russian economy is
vulnerable due to its limited re-industrialisation and its overreliance on the
exports of raw materials — whose prices in international markets cannot be
controlled by Moscow — as a source of hard currency.

Then again, it is important to highlight that sanctions are no silver bul-
lets. In other words, the deliberate infliction of economic hardship can fail to
achieve its intended outcome. After all, ‘rogue states’ like Iran, North Korea
and Venezuela — much smaller than Russia by all accounts — have been
under sanctions for a while and their external aggressiveness and internal
stability have not been undermined in any meaningful way. Despite their sta-
tus as pariahs in much of the Western world, the three countries are still ruled
by hardliners whose ironclad regimes still behave boldly. In the particular
case of Russia, it is pertinent to emphasise that historical record shows that
great powers are willing to sacrifice economic benefits if they believe that
their national security or strategic national interests are at stake. Such states
are often willing to endure economic pressure if they believe it is the cost that
has to be paid to preserve their survival, sovereignty or to engage in defiant
attitudes in the pursuit of victory.

RUSSIAN ASYMMETRIC COUNTERMEASURES

It is unclear if Russia was strategically prepared to deal with the impact of the
retaliatory onslaught that is coming as a result of its attempt to conquer
Ukraine through hard power. Especially considering the reaction to their
takeover of Crimea, the Kremlin must have anticipated the imposition of
sanctions as an expected Western response, but it is unknown if their full
extent was foreseen. As an initial reaction to restore short-term stability, the
Kremlin introduced monetary restrictions, higher interest rates and the in-
ternationalisation of the Financial Message Transfer System (SPES), a struc-
ture launched more than five years ago as a domestic alternative to SWIFT
that, with a current membership of nearly 400 entities (mostly Russian banks
and a handful of banks from countries like Belarus, China, Cuba, Kazakhstan
and Tajikistan), has been used mostly to process domestic electronic pay-
ments. From now on, the SPFS will be much more open as a conduit for the
settlement of international transactions so that foreign partners can continue
doing business with Russian counterparts [9].

Yet, in order to achieve long-term resilience as a defensive shield that sub-
stantially mitigates the damage, Russia would likely have no choice but to im-
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plement a wide range of import substitution policies to compensate for the loss
of access to Western manufactured goods — the so-called “Fortress Russia”
economic plan, — enhance the productiveness and sophistication of its own
producers of advanced technologies to overcome the so-called ‘tech blockade’
and to deepen ties to China as a trade partner, source of investment and
provider of credit. It is important to emphasise that, considering its deficits
and problems, access to international capital markets and foreign advanced
technologies is an essential priority in terms of national security for the Rus-
sians [10]. Without such ingredients, Russian national power will likely diminish
further, which is why Moscow needs to do everything in its power to sanctions-
proof its economy. Likewise, Russian control over Ukraine could provide sub-
stantial geoeconomic benefits. For example, controlling the Ukrainian network
of gas pipelines would render the cancellation of Nord Stream 2 inconsequen-
tial. However, there is no guarantee that the invasion will go as the Kremlin
originally intended. On the other hand, the pursuit of autarky is a no-brainer
under the circumstances but there are reasonable doubts about whether Beijing
will provide a helpful lifeline for Moscow. From China’s perspective, there are
strong reasons to argue both for and against this course of action.

Nevertheless, the Kremlin can also respond with asymmetric geoeco-
nomic countermeasures. In fact, Russian space agency «Roskosmos» has al-
ready interrupted the supply of rocket engines to the United States. In the
near future future, the Russian state could also nationalise the assets of West-
ern companies which left the Russian market, including their infrastructure,
patents, business models and intellectual property. Furthermore, considering
Russia’s role as a “full-spectrum commodity superpower” which supplies lots
of minerals on a global scale, it can restrict the sales of titanium, palladium,
neon and uranium to Western consumer markets [11]. These raw materials
are needed for applications related to aerospace, chipmaking, lasers, nuclear
power, electronics and weaponry. Hence, disrupting their global supply
chains would unleash substantial economic fallout. Another offensive possi-
bility would be for Moscow to launch cyberattacks against geoeconomically
significant corporate Western targets such as investment banks, hedge funds,
stock exchanges, big tech firms and transnational corporations involved in
large-scale business operations related to agriculture, energy, high-tech, lo-
gistics, telecom and the production of military hardware. Hubs like Wall
Street or the City and offshore financial centres aligned with the West can
also find themselves in the crosshairs. Considering that the actions under-
taken by Washington and Brussels intend to set in motion a chain of events
that could lead to the downfall of the Russian government, the Kremlin could
possibly reach the ominous and dangerous conclusion that there is no incen-
tive to show restraint. A cornered Russian Behemoth might conceivably be-
lieve that desperate circumstances require desperate measures.

In addition, increasing the volume of Russian natural gas supplied to
China — a rising great power that is seen by several Western states as a stra-
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tegic competitor — is another response. Indeed, in an effort to avoid a dispro-
portionate reliance on European consumer markets (eager to decouple from
Russian hydrocarbons in the near future anyway), the state-owned energy
firm Gazprom has announced an agreement to design the Soyuz-Vostok
pipeline, a project that will deliver Russian gas to China via Mongolia. Said
deal, described as one of the biggest ever, could carry as much as 50 billion
cubic meters of gas per year to the ‘Middle Kingdom. This plan would
strengthen Beijing’s energy security (potentially at the expense of European
nations) and generate a reliable source of cash for Russian coffers.

Finally, Russia could resort to its gold holdings, the borderless structures of
decentralised stateless cryptocurrencies (such as Bitcoin, Ethereum and even
Dogecoin) clandestine networks of financial intermediaries and the emerging
financial platforms organically associated with the Chinese yuan — like the
Cross-Border International Payments System, operated by Beijing — in an at-
tempt to bypass the dominant international arteries controlled by Western
states and dollar-denominated transactions. Perhaps this could not compen-
sate the full loss of access to international finance but at least the partial useful-
ness of these conduits offers alternatives worth exploring. It must be borne in
mind that Russia has been one of the leading instigators of a global campaign
that seeks to challenge the supremacy of the US dollar as the world’s top reserve
currency, so it makes sense to orchestrate schemes whose purpose is to target
the greenback and reduce the influence of Western finance. After all, this Rus-
sian experience can convince other states with revisionist geopolitical aspira-
tions that the financial and monetary strength of the West needs to curtailed
and maybe even challenged. Indeed, some financial analysts believe that the
unprecedented use of financial weapons by the Western bloc against a great
power might prompt the development of a parallel financial system.

LESSONS LEARNED

The current Ukraine crisis indicates that warfare is an increasingly complex
phenomenon whose expressions transcend the purely military sphere. Al-
though the war is being fought with bullets and projectiles on Ukrainian soil,
the projection of its geoeconomic shadow has already reached a transnation-
al scale. This conflict illustrates how the realm of geoeconomics is a confron-
tational chessboard whose players rely on unconventional weapons and
shields. Hence, it has become a key battlespace in Cold War 2.0. Nevertheless,
although less lethal than nuclear weapons, economic warfare is dangerous
because it can generate devastating consequences, bring unintended impacts,
and even exacerbate tensions beyond a critical boiling point.

Predicting with precision the outcome of this chapter is hard, but it is re-
levant to bear in mind that heavy collateral damage to European economies, an
increasingly resentful and ostracised Russian bear, a growing strategic confron-
tation in the monetary domain and a revanchist urge to abruptly reshuftle the
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structure of the global financial ecosystem could give birth to an environment
that is more uncertain, chaotic and perilous. Under these conditions, national
power, conflict and hegemony are being redefined in accordance with the pa-
rameters of geoeconomic criteria. Therefore, the reality of an escalating geoeco-
nomic arms race has game-changing implications for the reassessment of grand
strategy, national security, foreign policy, intelligence and statecraft. Paraphra-
sing the Prussian military philosopher Carl von Clausewitz, the deadly art of
geoeconomics has become the continuation of warfare by other means.

COROLLARY: SEARCHING FOR THE GEOECONOMIC
PLACE OF A POST-WAR UKRAINE

As a major systemic turning point, the trouble ignited by the Ukraine War
cannot be properly understood without its heavy geoeconomic overtones.
Similarly, the geoeconomic field can offer solutions for what comes next once
fighting stops. Specifically, the eventual reconstruction of a post-war Ukraine
poses meaningful geoeconomic challenges — related to the availability of fi-
nancial resources, the involvement of heterogenous stakeholders, growing
domestic economic instability and the need to overcome the disruptions un-
leashed by the Russian invasion — but it also presents valuable opportunities.
If the Ukrainian state manages to survive and preserve much of its territorial
integrity, it will have to harness geoeconomic forces to achieve a strategic
position which strengthens its national security, hedge its bets through the
diversification of its partnerships and increase its national power as an asser-
tive state that is capable of determining its own fate, rather than being a mere
satellite, bargaining chip or a junior partner. Such pursuits are vital in an en-
vironment in which key geoeconomic phenomena are driving the behaviour
of contemporary international relations.

Concerning potential courses of action, as the gravitational weight of the
Russian economy recedes, Ukraine is uniquely positioned to act as a pragmatic
bridge that facilitates interconnectedness between the European Union and the
ambitious geoeconomic Chinese projects that seek to cover the whole Eurasian
landmass. Likewise, Ukraine could leverage both its assets and favourable sys-
temic circumstances to do so. As the scrutiny of its geoeconomic profile reveals,
it has several cards to play, including its pivotal location, infrastructure, com-
parative advantages in strategic industrial sectors, deposits of natural resources,
arable land and human capital. Furthermore, Ukrainian statecraft and scholar-
ship can learn from the experience and best practice of states like Israel, China,
Singapore, South Korea, Brazil, India, Turkey and New Zealand, all of which
have been successful in the long-term incremental upgrade of their geoeco-
nomic position. Therefore, a better and deeper knowledge of the geoeconomic
domain can represent a navigational compass that can help Ukraine make wise
decisions and mastermind plans that lead to convenient trajectories in the
coming decades. Otherwise, its future will be decided by external interests.

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NATIONALLY ROOTED ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
AS A LOCAL RESPONSE TO THE GLOBAL GEOECONOMIC SHIFTS

The logical and historical conditionality and essence of the national rooting of eco-
nomic development as a local response to global economic shifts are elucidated. It is
revealed that the ongoing transition from the industrial-market to the information-
network economy naturally leads to an increase in the unevenness of socio-economic
development, exacerbates its contradictions, and gives rise to conflicts and wars. On
this basis, a hybrid “eace-war” system forms, which naturally produces destabilizing
influences and increases the uncertainty of economic dynamics.

It is shown that the structure of total uncertainty includes existential, spatial, tem-
poral, qualitative, quantitative and dimensional components. In such conditions, there
is a need, in order to ensure the stability and security of economic development, to
foster its national rooting by forming an extensive system of added value creation
chains based on the use of domestic scientific and technical potential and processing
of national raw materials resources, which Ukraine is sufficiently rich in.
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A share of added value of national origin, created using the national resources, in
the total value of consumed final products is proposed as a quantitative criterion of the
national rootedness of economic development. It is concluded that the post-war re-
construction of Ukraine’s economy, which will take place under fundamentally new
starting conditions, opens space for the use of nationally rooted development strategy.
Such a strategy is neither isolationism nor protectionism, but a combination of inter-
nal inclusiveness, which relies on the mobilization of all internal factors, physical and
social capital as sources of economic growth, and external inclusiveness, aimed at
using globalization to advance the interests of national socio-economic development.

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THE WAR IN UKRAINE, CLIMATE CHANGE AND VIRAL
INFECTIONS: IMPACT ON GEO-ECONOMIC SHIFTS IN THE
GLOBAL ECONOMY

The article reveals how the war in Ukraine, global warming, which has been talked about
for the past five years, and the COVID-19 pandemic affect many processes in the world
economy. Growth forecasts for the largest economies have been revised downwards, given
that the turmoil in financial and commodity markets caused by the war in Ukraine could
persist for years.
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Changes are constantly taking place on earth, local wars are being waged,
diseases are being modified and climate changes are taking place. The earth
does not stop revolving around the sun.

Russia’s military invasion of Ukraine on February 24, 2022 has compli-
cated an already unstable geopolitical situation, and its consequences in terms
of human losses and impact on the world economy, which has also been af-
fected by the sanctions imposed against Russia and the worsening of the
energy crisis, cannot yet be assessed in full. Growth forecasts for major econo-
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mies have been revised downwards, given that the turmoil in financial and
commodity markets stemming from the war in Ukraine could persist for
years. It is difficult to predict the impact of the consequences of the war and
the sharp increase in the level of prices on the world market [1].

Therefore, the purpose of the article is to determine and analyze the
impact of three main factors on geoeconomic shifts in the world economy:
the war in Ukraine, climate change and aggressive viral infections.

By the beginning of this crisis, the global economy had not yet fully re-
covered from the pandemic. Even before the war, inflation in many countries
was rising under the influence of imbalances between supply and demand
and support measures taken during the pandemic, causing a tightening of
monetary policy. Recent lockdowns in China could create new bottlenecks in
global supply chains.

Under these conditions, in addition to immediate and tragic humanita-
rian consequences, the war will lead to a slowdown in economic growth and
an increase in inflation. In general, the risks to the economy have increased
sharply, and it has become even more difficult to find compromise solutions
in the field of economic policy.

The war was the latest in a series of supply shocks that have befallen the
global economy over the past few years. Like seismic waves, its effects will
spread far and wide through commodity markets, trade and financial ties.
Ukraine is a major supplier of wheat and corn. The reduction in the supply of
these goods caused a sharp rise in prices for them. Importing countries in the
Middle East, North Africa and Sub-Saharan Africa are the hardest hit by this.
However, rising food and fuel prices will worsen the situation of low-income
households around the world, including in the Americas and Asia.

In advanced economies, it will take longer for aggregate output to re-
cover to pre-pandemic levels. In addition, the divergence that emerged in
2021 between advanced economies and emerging market and developing
economies is expected to continue, signaling the long-term negative effects of
the pandemic.

Inflation has become a clear and real threat to many countries. Even be-
fore the war, it was rising rapidly under the influence of a surge in commodity
prices and imbalances between supply and demand. Many central banks,
such as the US Federal Reserve, have already moved to tighten monetary
policy. There is a growing risk that inflation expectations will start to deviate
from central bank targets, prompting policymakers to tighten policy more
aggressively. In addition, in poorer countries, higher food and fuel prices can
greatly increase the risk of social unrest.

Immediately after the invasion, there was a tightening of financial condi-
tions for emerging market and developing countries. So far, this reassessment
of risk has been largely orderly. However, a number of risks related to finan-
cial vulnerabilities remain, raising the likelihood of a sharp tightening in
global financial conditions, as well as capital outflows.
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In the fiscal realm, policy space has already shrunk in many countries as
a result of the pandemic. It was predicted that the curtailment of emergency
measures of budget support would continue. Soaring commodity prices and
rising global interest rates will further shrink fiscal space, especially in oil and
food-importing emerging market and developing countries.

The war also raises the risk of a longer-term division of the world econo-
my into geopolitical blocs with different technological standards, cross-bor-
der payment systems, and reserve currencies. Such a “tectonic shift” would
entail long-term inefficiencies and increased volatility and would be a serious
impediment to the operation of the rules-based system that has governed
international and economic relations for the past 75 years.

Global issues of world development have two main areas. The first is con-
ceptually significant problems that require the study of social certainty and
solution (conceptual uncertainty of the role and value of resources, lack of a
global model of relations between countries, destruction in international re-
lations, imbalance of the volume of resources in countries), and the second is
practically threatening problems, which require the maximum limitation and
the fastest future solution (asymmetries in the quality of life in countries, the
destruction of human resources and man-made human influence).

With the emergence of the COVID-19 pandemic around the world, coun-
tries were left with no choice but to temporarily stop their trading activities
with each other, which negatively affected the supply of goods and caused dis-
ruptions in the supply chain. Moreover, countries around the world have im-
posed nationwide shutdowns of nearly all retail outlets for non-perishable
consumer goods, including clothing, electronics and fashion accessories .

Despite the fact that the recognition of the uniqueness of the “pandemic
crisis” has become almost universal, it is difficult to talk about any well-estab-
lished definitions of this global phenomenon, the effect of which is not only
prolonged for an indefinite time, but, apparently, is becoming fundamental.

The results of the fight against the pandemic allow us to talk about several
models of behavior of countries and governments — from “Chinese” to “Swe-
dish”. At the same time, measures that worked successfully in one country
turned out to be ineffective in another. What was common was the determin-
ing role of the state and its expenditures. The scale of state support — signifi-
cant in most economies — in developed countries was provided mainly by the
implementation of ultra-loose monetary and active fiscal policy, including the
widespread use of unconventional monetary measures. It can be said that one
of the immediate consequences of the pandemic was the prospect of global
use of such measures, at least in the near future, as well as the increased risk of
a global financial crisis and inflation threats, which is largely related to this.

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Problems in the field of medicine and the healthcare system, which prac-
tically nowhere had a sufficient “margin of safety” to face such a disease, ac-
quired a truly existential character. The new virus has proven to be both more
contagious and deadlier than the most dangerous infections that developed
countries have dealt with in modern history. Moreover, the rapid expansion
of health care capacities, the largest mobilization in the fight against the pan-
demic since the Second World War, negatively affected the availability of
medical care in other areas. At the same time, the very nature of the pan-
demic not only objectively limited the work of enterprises and entire indus-
tries, radically influenced logistics and the use of established trade and eco-
nomic ties, but also stimulated the choice of restrictive, protectionist and
isolationist policies. Already weakened by geopolitical and trade conflicts,
the system of multilateral cooperation has been further tested. In fact, the
world is facing a crisis of global cooperation at the very moment when it
needs this cooperation the most in decades.

The common phrase “The world will never be the same as before” is very
effective, but the question is: what will this world be like? Today’s predictions
about the situation in the economy the day after tomorrow are often refuted
tomorrow afternoon — never before have the forecasts of not only econo-
mists, but also representatives of other social and even natural sciences, been
so reminiscent of fortune-telling on the stars. The nature of the infection, the
specifics of its spread, the very nature of the pandemic and its biological, psy-
chological and political effects have not been fully explored. The pandemic
crisis forces us to think about the effectiveness of industries that develop and
protect human capital. And also about the accuracy of choosing priorities in
budget policy, including taking into account world economic, demographic,
and humanitarian trends. COVID-19, for all its extremely negative effects,
has returned the individual to the center of attention of states and societies.
What will such a long coronacrisis change in demographic trends, in fertility
and mortality, in terms of life expectancy, finally? What will happen to the
nature of the relationships of people who maintain social distance, see each
other almost exclusively in masks and on the screens of gadgets that are now
replacing face-to-face communication? How will the quality of contacts
“teacher-student”, “teacher-student” change? And these are just some of the
new troubling questions that have no clear answer. At first, it seemed that the
coronacrisis would unite nations regardless of the peculiarities of national
economic and political systems. The merger did not work — at least not yet.
Moreover, pandemic frustration often provoked distrust of “foreigners” car-
rying viruses. The focus of discussions was deglobalization. It manifested it-
self in the most bizarre ways, including in the form of a kind of “grafting na-
tionalism” or in the growth of the attractiveness of populist and conservative
discourses. And this despite the fact that isolation during the period of lock-
downs unexpectedly entered different countries into a single world context:
threats and challenges turned out to be, in fact, common for all. Is it possible
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to learn to answer them together? This is perhaps the main question that the
unprecedented pandemic crisis has posed to humanity.

This eliminated the need to transport these goods, thus causing a huge
blow to the logistics industry worldwide. The food and beverage industry has
also faced the effects of the global pandemic, as restaurants and cafes have
been closed and even online food orders have seen declining volumes. The
following are the most significant global trends in the transformation of the
logistics services market: an increase in quality indicators of the logistics
market, the use of logistics outsourcing, the strengthening of takeover and
merger processes, as well as restructuring in world logistics, further globa-
lization of logistics.

Long-term development trends can be conditionally divided into three
large groups: technological, economic and political. The following global
trends can be distinguished:

o changing the era of high-tech by the era of high-Hume. The develop-
ment of high technologies will gradually, but naturally, be replaced by the
development of high humanitarian technologies aimed at revealing individu-
al talents and collective capabilities of people. Man is moving to the center of
the economic process, it is he who increases the price and value of intellec-
tual capital, it is talent that will be the subject of competition in the near fu-
ture. However, this trend provokes a risk — loss of individual consciousness,
oppression of the individual by mass consciousness;

« integration of integrations. This trend, of course, remains very contro-
versial in connection with the growth of protectionism in the short and me-
dium term. However, the forms of interaction of global unions are already
being implemented quite actively today and will gain momentum;

« digitization of the economy. This trend is currently perceived by most
research centers as the main source of economic growth. According to some
data, the potential economic effect of digitalization of the economy is from 19
to 34 % of the total expected GDP growth. The risks provoked by this trend
are related to the transformation of the labor market, the growth of the in-
come gap and social stratification, the growth of the influence of individual
personalities (not even structures) on the processes of digital transformation
of the economy in the world, the increase in cyber dependence, the increase
in the number and complexity of cyber-attacks, the use of technology block-
chain for the “cryptocurrency race” and illegal operations, insufficient pro-
tection of personal (“transparency” of private life) and corporate data, increa-
sed demand for renewable energy sources, increased fluctuations in the glo-
bal commodity and financial markets, etc. However, it is digital transforma-
tion that will change most industries: industry, trade, digital capital, transport
and logistics, agriculture, digital media, energy, new market models (econo-
my of shared consumption, crowdsourcing, etc.) [2].

The digitalization of the economy is the current stage in the development
of scientific and technological progress, which consists in the introduction of
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a certain type of innovation into real economic practice. An idea of the im-
pact of the widespread introduction of innovations in various sectors of the
economy on economic growth rates can be obtained by analyzing their spe-
cifics and features in different periods. Note that the innovations of the se-
cond half of the XX century were predominantly food items. At that time, it
was possible to observe the appearance and introduction into production of
space rockets and nuclear power plants, computers of various generations
and mobile phones, the improvement of production technology (from the
production of chemical fibers and fabrics to the production of aircraft, cars),
etc. The expansion of knowledge in various fields made it possible to develop
current production and constantly produce new products that acted as com-
petitive goods and stimulated production, growth in output, providing both
an increase in income and business profits, and the economic growth of the
economies of individual countries and the entire globe as a whole.

In the first decade of the XXI century product innovations have spread
throughout the world. These are smartphones, tablets, gadgets, digital plat-
forms and other innovations that, thanks to the Internet, have provided tech-
nical opportunities for the development of the digital economy and digitaliza-
tion processes in the social sphere. However, already in the late 2000s — early
2010s much more attention has been paid to innovations in the field of sto-
rage, transmission and processing of information. There are constantly emer-
ging varieties of businesses that specialize in such activities and the income
from which is not associated with the release or production of any additional
products. Such innovations are process-based — it is no coincidence that even
businesses have begun to analyze the point of view of business processes.

The main feature of modern process innovations is that their use in busi-
ness provides, first of all, the reduction or saving of costs for a particular type of
activity, allows processing large amounts of information, transmitting them
over considerable distances in real time. But process innovations do not neces-
sarily lead to growth and expansion of output in each such business, and there-
fore are not a direct and immediate factor in GDP growth. Process innovations
provide network businesses with the opportunity to distribute and redistribute
information, provide non-material services that do not create value. In this
sense, they can lead to a reduction or slowdown in economic growth, expressed
in terms of GDP growth. The relationship between product and process inno-
vations and the development of the economy is shown in the figure.

At present, the expansion and dissemination of knowledge as a non-
competitive good, on the one hand, may not have an impact on the develop-
ment of production and economic growth, and on the other hand, it can pro-
vide on its basis increasing returns from increasing the scale of production
precisely through the widespread use of already proven results, research and
development.

The influence of knowledge dissemination in the Internet era, the deve-
lopment of network technologies and the use of digital platforms significant-

ly expand the possibilities of both modern network business and business in
the real sector of the economy in solving problems related to the implementa-
tion of research and development. This uses the knowledge and skills of not
only the employees of the relevant business organization, but also a wide
range of people involved to perform certain tasks on an open competition
basis or on the basis of crowdsourcing [3].

It should be borne in mind that the development of product innovations,
such as robotics in various industries and areas, is currently continuing.

3D printers, new materials, digital platforms. Such developments re-
quire significant capital expenditures, the use of highly qualified specialists,
significant investments associated with the production of products and their
promotion to the market. The creation of competitive goods can still serve as
a certain factor in economic growth. E-commerce, cloud technologies, Inter-
net services are developing at an increasing pace, since they often do not
imply large capital investments.

In general, the widespread development and application of process in-
novations, the creation and spread of businesses operating on their basis, can
be one of the factors hindering economic growth, along with the consequen-
ces of the global economic crisis of 2008, the debt crises of a number of coun-
tries, financial market problems, etc.

Increasing anthropogenic load on the environment. The trend refers to
the increase in the effects of human activities on the environment, for examp-
le, the reduction of access to natural resources, the development of industries
based on renewable energy sources and nanotechnology and, accordingly,
the increase in inequality in the distribution of income from the ownership of
new energy production technologies, the economic consequences of pollu-
tion of the world’s oceans, unforeseen adverse consequences of technological
advances, etc.?

Forecasting climate change is a much more difficult task than forecasting
the weather for the coming days. Here, as in the weather forecast, there is
something that is calculated quite reliably and something that is approxi-
mately predicted by popular signs or the experience of past years. Forecasting
for millennia (in particular, the onset of a new ice age) is a reliable astro-
nomical forecast. As for the next decades, here the models have already
learned how to calculate the average air temperature in the surface layer of
the atmosphere depending on the concentration of greenhouse gases in the
atmosphere — in fact, on how much CO, is emitted by humanity. With the
help of models, it is possible to describe the course of the Earth’s temperature
during the period from the pre-industrial era to the present day. This means
that we have a very reliable tool for predicting the future.

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Calculations for the future (in particular, until 2100) show that the radia-
tive heating of the atmosphere (in W/m?) will be mainly determined by the
anthropogenic enhancement of the greenhouse effect. The role of natural fac-
tors on the scale of one century will be relatively small. Therefore, in a simpli-
fied way, model calculations can be represented as three steps. First, projections
of CO, emissions (as well as other gases and aerosols) are made. Then the con-
centrations of CO, and other gases and aerosols in the atmosphere are calcu-
lated. At the third, most difficult, stage, using models of the general circulation
of the atmosphere and the ocean, year after year, the future is reproduced: tem-
perature, precipitation, snow cover, etc. The models are somewhat worse able to
describe regional and seasonal temperature trends, even worse — regime
changes precipitation. Models are not yet able to predict the increase in the
frequency and strength of abnormal weather events, such as droughts, floods,
typhoons, etc. Here, environmentalists and economists are still relying more on
analog logical considerations. For example, with a relatively small increase in
the average temperature, the number of anomalous phenomena will grow pro-
portionally — according to a dependence close to linear. Then if in the 20th
century the temperature change was 0.7 °C, and in the 21st century — 5 times
more, then anomalous phenomena can be expected 5 times more. Note that an
increase in average temperature, for example, by 2 °C means its increase in a
number of regions by 5 °C or more. Moreover, especially strong changes are
expected in the Polar Regions. When considering forecasts for the future, it is
fundamentally important which scenario of greenhouse gas emissions into the
atmosphere is chosen. For the next two decades, all scenarios give almost the
same increase in the average global temperature by 0.2 °C over 10 years. Even if
we assume that emissions are immediately stopped so that the concentration of
greenhouse gases in the atmosphere no longer increases, warming will contin-
ue and will amount to 0.6 °C over the 21st century.

The outlined trends are certainly not exhaustive. But they raise a huge
number of questions: both from the point of view of changing the economic
structure of the world, and from the point of view of the risks that these
changes provoke. In addition, social and ethical tasks and challenges are be-
coming increasingly acute. Countries live in a very dynamic time with very
complex challenges, which is demonstrated by the increased attention to the
problem of global development. At the level of an individual, global trends
are reflected, perhaps, even faster than at the level of a country. As a result, a
person, being in the center of development as an object that is influenced by
political decisions and for which world businesses compete°.

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As a regular conflict, the ongoing Ukrainian War is fought with kinetic wea-
pons and traditional power projection platforms in conventional operational
battlefields. However, its scope transcends the domain of military statecraft. It
goes much further. In fact, this unfolding confrontation should also be seen as
a major clash in the growing strategic competition to determine the future
architecture of the global financial and monetary system. In this context, cur-
rencies, monetary assets, and financial vehicles are weaponized as instruments
of coercion, manipulation, disruption, subordination, and conquest. There-
fore, such a scenario is one of the key dimensions of Cold War 2.0, in which
the Western bloc — led by the United States — and the Eurasian axis — led by
both Russia and China — fight each other to advance their corresponding
views of what the world order should look like. The domain of money is now
at the forefront of the current rivalry between two large blocs.

BACKGROUND

International monetary affairs have always been heavily influenced by the
domain of “high politics.” As various specialists and researchers such as Ro-
bert Gilpin, Charles [1], Kindleberger [2], Benjamin Cohen [3], Robert Saba-
tino Lopez [4], Carla Norrlof [5], Gal Luft [6] and Susan Strange [7], among
others, have explained, this scrutiny is relevant to shed light on the trends
concerning the structure of global monetary orders., the internationalization
of currencies, the rise and decline of reserve currencies, currency competi-
tion, the behavior of exchange rates. The innovative views put forward by
these authors refute the principles espoused by the mainstream of liberal eco-
nomics — which maintains that economic behaviors are mainly apolitical —
and narrow geopolitical analyses that often ignore the political and strategic
importance of money and finance for international rivalries.

Based on the above, this work suggests the premise that there is a strong
link between the economic sphere of money, markets, finance, trade and
wealth and the political sphere of power, control, conflict and states. In this
way, the monetary universe is a hierarchical and competitive environment
whose behaviors are intensely related to political realities inscribed in diplo-
matic alignments, war, consensual agreements, the structure of polarity, hard
power, the institutional frameworks of multilateral governance, the course of
global hegemony, geopolitical phenomena and reputational prestige [1]. These
observations are not merely theoretical, they are supported by reality itself.
That is, historical evolution provides a range of instructive examples:

« a relevant example was the role of silver from New Spain, as a financial
asset that stimulated the global maritime growth of the Spanish Crown and
an important transcendence of its transatlantic commercial circuits, which
allowed the Spanish Empire to have an international hegemony for several
centuries [8];

« the conformation of the Bretton Woods international monetary regime
with the US dollar — backed in gold — as its linchpin, as a result of a hege-
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monic transition towards the end of World War Two. In this way, the subse-
quent US geopolitical, strategic and military leadership of the Western world in
the Cold War is closely related to the decisive role played by the international
agreements born from Bretton Woods. In this sense, Washington inserted a
large part of Western Europe and Japan into its sphere of influence through the
offer of access to their consumer markets, a wide capacity to participate in in-
ternational trade, an extensive supply of credit to reactivate economic dyna-
mism and a stable reserve currency as an international public good [9];

« the creation of the euro as a project of France and Germany — as the
core of the European Union — aimed at accelerating the process of European
integration. This has endowed the European Union with a benchmark geopo-
litical and financial position on the international stage [10].

Likewise, we can observe current events that point towards a similar di-
rection. These include i) the project launched by the Islamist militant group
ISIS to introduce a trimetallic currency system to deal with Western banking;
ii) the accumulation of gold reserves by China, India, Russia and Turkey [11;
12; 13]; iii) the growing international role of the yuan as an example of China’s
increasing wealth and clout on a global scale; iv) the reliance of states like North
Korea, Venezuela and Iran on decentralized cryptocurrencies to reduce the
impact of Washington sanctions; v) the refusal of American lawmakers to au-
thorize Meta’s supranational stablecoin project over concerns connected to the
conservation of monetary sovereignty and national security [14].

On the other hand, natural resources can strengthen the position of a
currency. In fact, the value of the US dollar has been tacitly supported by oil
since the US unilaterally suspended the gold standard in the 1970s [15]. At
this moment of breakdown, the dollar was symbolically transformed into a
fiat currency in an environment of floating exchange rates determined by
market forces. Thus, in an attempt to avert its collapse, Washington made a
deal with the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, the world’s largest oil producer. The
US would provide immediate support against the internal and external ene-
mies of the House of Saud. In return, Riyadh would price its oil exports sole-
ly in dollars. The dollars earned by the Saudis would have to be invested in US
treasuries or financial products provided by Wall Street, a strategy known as
“petrodollar recycling” As a result, all nations seeking to import oil, a neces-
sary product for most sectors of modern economies, would have to obtain
dollars first to pay for it. Otherwise, their energy security could not be guaran-
teed [16]. This method explains the enduring dominance of the dollar.

CRIMEA, A CLASH OF MODERN CURRENCY WARS

After the Cold War, the Russian ruble has been under siege a couple of times.
The first occurred as a consequence of the annexation of the Crimean Penin-
sula after the Euromaidan movement managed to overthrow a pro-Russian
regime in Kyiv and replace it with a pro-Western government. In response,
Washington implemented a series of punitive economic and financial sanc-

tions against Russia in retaliation at the beginning of 2014 [17]. Their effects
were increased by contextual elements such as the fall in oil prices and the
downgrading of Russia’s credit ratings.

Although the weaponization of finance — an increasingly common staple
of American economic statecraft, especially when the use of military force is
not an option — does not involve violence or bloodshed, it can inflict substan-
tial damage. It is especially powerful to target economies that are highly vul-
nerable due to their overreliance on the export of commodities whose prices
in international markets are rather volatile, such as Russia. In this regard, some
specialists suggest that the instrumental use of finance as a central strategy in
an attack against a geopolitical rival reveals a growing financialization of the
conflict (former MI6 officer Alastair Crooke). In that event, the exchange rate
of the ruble against the dollar went from about 35 rubles per dollar in Feb-
ruary 2014 to 69 a year later (that is, it lost half its value) and could no longer
return to prices close to its original position before the crisis. As a conse-
quence, the assets accumulated as a result of roughly a decade of high energy
prices quickly dissipated and the long-cherished idea of transforming Moscow
into a world-class financial center was undone. Likewise, the plan to promote
the ruble as an emerging reserve currency was also erased.

In this context, the Russian government reacted with asymmetric strategic
countermeasures. In particular, Russia took advantage of the situation of the
temporary drop in gold prices to increase its physical reserves of this precious
metal, which is a hard asset with intrinsic value that is outside the direct sphere
of influence of Western powers. In fact, it can be said that gold is a timeless and
universal symbol of power, authority and fortune, as the late Swiss banker Fer-
dinand Lips said. Keenly observed. As a result, Russian gold reserves became
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the sixth largest in the world, as Figure 1 indicates. Also, financial aid from
China played a very important role in stabilizing the value of the ruble [18].

This event prompted a series of Russian actions, promoted by Sergei Gla-
zyev, one of the most important economic advisers to the Russian govern-
ment, in order to encourage an international insurrection against the domi-
nance of the US dollar. Glazyev also proposed that Russia could purchase all
gold mined on Russian territory at prices denominated in rubles in order to
i) increase national gold reserves, ii) avoid direct exposure to international
financial markets, and iii) avoid transactions involving the circuits connected
to the US dollar, recognized as a central element of US national power, as well
as a strategic component that can be a key target for its enemies .

Glazyev’s analysis identified the dollar as an element that gives the US
government the ability to artificially increase military budgets, run large fis-
cal and trade deficits, track international transactions, implement sanctions,
block transactions, freeze foreign assets, strengthen Wall Street’s influence
globally in financial markets, manipulate the prices of strategic commodities
and accumulate huge levels of debt without major consequences. Such ‘exor-
bitant privilege’ is worth fighting for.

Similarly, despite being a fiat currency, the dollar is ultimately protected
by American hard power, which encompasses things like aircraft carriers,
stealth fighters, nuclear weapons, submarines, ICBMs, special operations
forces, drones, and more manned and all the technology associated with the
arms sector. As a result, those who have taken on the dollar have paid a heavy
price [15; 19]. This symbiotic connection indicates that the dollar is both a
central pillar of the American national strength and most vulnerable points.
Accordingly, its collapse would undermine the unipolarity claimed by the US
in the post-Cold War era.

Thus, Russia became one of the main organizers of a global campaign to
further the cause of de-dollarization. According to some open sources, the
Russian government covertly helped Venezuela create an oil-backed sover-
eign cryptocurrency as a strategy to minimize the effect of sanctions, eventu-
ally as an experiment that did not achieve good results. Likewise, the Kremlin
has on several occasions proposed to the BRICS group to develop alternative
financial platforms and form both bilateral and multilateral agreements to
settle payments in non-Western currencies®. From the previous analysis, it is
possible to visualize their early characteristics, despite their minor implica-
tions, heralded some of the most critical development trends taking shape in
recent years. Thus, the first patterns of a very unconventional future conflict
have already been visualized.

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THE UKRAINE WAR AS COLD WAR 2.0/ CURRENCY WARS

As one of the main responses of Western countries to the Russian invasion of
Ukraine in February 2022, the assets of the Central Bank of Russia kept
abroad were frozen, in places like the US, the UK the EU and even Switzer-
land. The confiscated amounts are equivalent to about half of Russia’s total
foreign exchange reserves’. Faced with this situation, Ukraine demands the
delivery of these assets to Kyiv as compensation that would also punish and
humiliate Moscow, but there are still no indications of what the response of
this group of Western countries could be to this request.

In order to have a sharp sense of situational awareness, one must consider
that, in January 2022, Russia had the sixth largest foreign exchange reserves in
the world. In this way, these actions tried to undercut Moscow’s ability to af-
ford its military operation in Ukraine, decrease the value of the ruble, reduce
its possibilities of implementing monetary policy, instigate hyperinflation,
provoke a credit crunch, induce the collapse of the Russian banking system
and cause the evaporation of savings. At the same time, it was thought that,
along with other retaliatory strategies by Western countries, this could lead to
regime change in the Kremlin. The impact of these measures were felt very
quickly. That is, on February 24, at the time the Russian “special military ope-
ration” began, the exchange rate was 81.31 rubles per dollar, in contrast to
March 7, a dollar was worth 142.78 rubles (a devaluation of 43 % in about two
weeks). In other words, the ruble was being reduced to rubble, according to
statements made by the President of the United States.

In the Figure 2 is possible to see the main countries with the largest fo-
reign exchange reserves worldwide, where you can see that the two countries
that today challenge and defy Western countries (China and Russia), are in
the first and sixth place respectively. In other words, these two countries to-
gether have economic power that together can be a real threat to the United
States and Europe in monetary terms. In this sense, it is important to analyze
the possible trends and characteristics that this financial phenomenon shows,
since it could shape the patterns of conflicts that arise in the future.

Based on all the aforementioned attacks, Russia’s preparedness and reaction
capacity were tested. The damage control of the Russian state included actions
such as the establishment of monetary restrictions and the increase in interest
rates with the aim of preventing the utter collapse of the Russian ruble. Also, in
an effort to evade the western financial channels associated with the dollar, the
Russian government is encouraging the increase of alternative financial plat-
forms, such as the Financial Message Transmission System and the MIR elect-
ronic payment system for credit cards. Despite the fact that these platforms were

developed for domestic purposes, the involvement of foreign trade partners and
their interfaced connection with Chinese financial arteries offers a possible al-
ternative . In the same sense, considering their anti-hegemonic attributes, state-
less cryptocurrencies can offer possible alternatives to carry out international
transactions with partners willing to do business with Russia.

However, the most interesting response was the Russian action to cut off
the supply of natural gas through its pipeline network to “hostile countries”
(i.e., those that had established sanctions against Moscow) unless payments
are established in rubles instead of euros or dollars. The threat, announced by
none other than President Vladimir Putin himself, was made with the inten-
tion of reducing the effects of sanctions, pressuring European buyers of Rus-
sian gas with the intention of a large-scale economic shock, restoring the
value of the ruble and restore Moscow’s foreign exchange reserves . Despite
the fact that the corresponding contracts were initially denominated in euros
and dollars, there is little incentive for Russia to use Western currencies con-
sidered “toxic” since doing business with them involves a risky level of expo-
sure to sanctions, seizures and/or predation. Also, the Kremlin can make

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these requests because, despite the heated debate, European importers do not
have the ability to easily substitute Russian energy supplies in the short term.

There is no consensus. Hungary, has manifested its willingness to shift
the dollar payment for imported gas to rubles if necessary®. Other Eastern
European countries are sending mixed signals, indicating that they are weig-
hing pros and cons. For their part, non-EU countries like Serbia and former
Soviet Union states like Belarus and Moldova are preparing for an eventual
transition to the ruble. In contrast, Germany, France and Poland have under-
lined their opposition. In that sense, Moscow did not give up completely, so
it presented a discreet solution that represents a compromise alternative ac-
ceptable to all involved. Under this plan, European buyers of Russian natural
gas would have to open accounts from the financial institution Gazprombank
and pay for their transactions in euros, which are exchanged internally for
rubles so that the transaction can ultimately be settled on their behalf. Con-
sequently, the profits would be denominated in rubles and, in parallel, Russia
would also be able to accumulate foreign currency within its borders (instead
of depositing it abroad, where it would be available to “hostile forces”). That
is, Gazprombank is acting as a de facto surrogate for the Central Bank of Rus-
sia as a monetary and financial mediator. It is unknown if the Russians sof-
tened their position or if this provision is what they wanted all along.

With this sophisticated maneuver, Russia has managed to restore the stability
of the ruble. In this vein, by mid-April, the Russian currency had returned to al-
most the average levels that prevailed before the outbreak of the Ukraine War, as
Figure 3 indicates (83.52 rubles to the dollar). It is important to consider that, as
Kindleberger pointed out, the exchange rate of a currency is not just a number,
but a symbol of the issuer’s hierarchical status in the world. In this way, without a
strong currency, the credibility of the countries that seek to reposition themselves
as great powers is considerably diminished [2]. Likewise, a stable currency is a
psychological factor that boosts internal confidence and national morale.

The two main Russian achievements have been to prevent all Europe from
adopting the hardline position towards Moscow promoted by the US, UK and
Poland, and to implicitly demonstrate that Europe has no choice but to rely on
Russian energy, at least in the short term. At the same time, this threat to boy-
cott all Russian energy has been neutralized. A measure of this magnitude is
not conceivable under the present circumstances. It would generate a strong
response from Moscow, taking tensions even further”®). Furthermore, since it

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has the potential to bring about a major economic depression for Europe in
general, this reckless move would be economically and politically suicidal.

Accordingly, Moscow now has the market power it needs to influence the
bilateral euro-ruble exchange rate in its own interest. The greater importance
of this situation should not be overlooked. With this move, the Russian cur-
rency is now implicitly a currency backed by a hard asset with intrinsic value
and whose continuous demand is stable in international circuits. Also, natu-
ral gas is not just an ordinary commodity that can bring wealth to those who
sell it, as it is essential for the energy security of European consumer markets.

Therefore, the value of the Russian ruble has been linked to energy in a way
under the control of Moscow. Another considerable issue is the Russian go-
vernment’s warning that the gas-ruble financial connection could also be inter-
preted as a test. In other words, the ultimate goal, according to statements made
by official spokespersons, is eventually to export other Russian natural resour-
ces through transactions in which the ruble is the currency of exchange®. It is
so that these changes could other metallic minerals, oil, neon, uranium, gems,
cereals and timber. However, it is uncertain whether this is just a threat or a real
threat that seeks to do away with the Bretton Woods system altogether. Ironi-
cally, the White House blames Russia for artificially manipulating the currency,
while also admitting that, despite Washington’s expressed opposition, decisions
on ruble payments are made individually by European countries.

Additionally, using Russia’s status as one of the world’s leading gold pro-
ducers, the Central Bank of Russia established the parity of 5,000 rubles for one
gram of gold. Since the official provision states that gold can only be exchanged
for rubles, this means that the Russian currency is now also linked to this pre-
cious metal °. Generally speaking, Moscow has resuscitated the gold standard.

swift-resource/251973/download ed States towards Iran and

eager to strengthen relations
with the rising Eurasian powers — held talks with China to discuss the possibi-
lity of establishing the price of its oil exports in yuan. Similarly, Russia and India
are negotiating a deal that could open the door for their own national currencies
to participate in bilateral economic exchanges''. Developments like these were
unimaginable just a couple of decades ago. However, policies that promote de-
dollarisation could become increasingly common in a foreseeable future.

In the same way, it is possible to observe in the Table, the Chinese RMB,
despite the COVID-19 pandemic and the circumstances on the international
stage, remains the fifth most widely used currency internationally, setting the
standard for be a currency increasingly used by various countries in the Asian
region and perhaps in Middle East.

In view of the above, the double strategy of gas and gold could represent a
strong anchor that strengthens the resilience of the ruble now that its digital
version is being developed. Also, as a Central Bank Digital Currency (CBDC)

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backed by hard assets with intrinsic value, it could play a role in entrenching the
Eurasian Economic Union, a project that promotes the integration of a regional
geo-economic bloc in the post-Soviet space under the Russian leadership. De-
spite the fact that this project has great potential, it has not taken the course that
was expected due to its limited possibilities and attractiveness for other states in
the region. However, the project of sharing a solid form of money can represent
a game changer that could further its materialization. It is too early to predict
how this phenomenon will unfold, but these plans are possibly aligned with the
ambitious goals — whose existence was implicitly acknowledged by Dmitry
Medvedev, former President and current senior official of the Russian Security
Council — in “building an Open Eurasia, from Lisbon to Vladivostok”.

CONCLUSIONS

The dollar is still the world’s leading currency. According to the International
Monetary Fund (IMF), in the last quarter of 2021, claims in dollars repre-
sented 54.78 % of world reserves in foreign currencies, above other strong
currencies such as the euro, the Japanese yen, the British pound, the Chinese
renminbi the, Canadian dollar, the Australian dollar, and the Swiss franc. In
addition, according to information published by SWIFT on the total volume
of payments made in February 2022, in terms of value, the dollar represents
38.85 % of registered transactions, followed by the euro (37.79 %), the pound
sterling (6.76 %), the Japanese yen (2.71 %) and the yuan (2.23 %). In addi-
tion to its economic power, the dollar is backed by US military power and its
undisputed leadership in international financial markets (Swift, 2023).

On the other hand, by trying to arm itself with gas and gold, the Russian
counteroffensive has triggered a series of complex phenomena. Although
asymmetric, the strategy followed by Moscow could cause a chain reaction or
domino effect that could compromise the hegemonic position of the dollar
and Western control of international finance. Regardless of whether or not
the Kremlin achieves a strategic victory, a powerful tsunami of “constructive
destruction” (a concept that refers to the abrupt and chaotic removal of an old
order so that a replacement arises from the remains of its predecessor) has
started and the resulting snowball will likely grow.

Significantly, none other than Goldman Sachs — one of the major players
on Wall Street — is warning that the use of the dollar as an instrument of attack
against Russia is a factor that encourages a range of countries to distance them-
selves from the greenback, hasten monetary diversification and explore poten-
tial alternatives 2. According to said financial institution, in the coming years
the dollar could continue a decline comparable to the situation of the pound
sterling in the first half of the last century, despite the fact that there is no clear

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substitute. Similarly, the IMF claims that the appearance of a new world order
that reconfigures the correlation of geopolitical forces could also reshuffle the
structure of international payment networks and the nature of reserve assets '*.
Itis not clear if the Biden Administration anticipated these implications. Would
the United States be willing to open fire in a military confrontation fought to
prevent the fall of the dollar? Will these developments push the US to embrace
a more pragmatic or a more hawkish approach towards Russia?

Currently, the domain monetary competition has been because a strate-
gic chessboard in which currencies, monetary assets and financial elements
can act as weapons, shields and targets, a puzzling and considerably complex
phenomenon that needs to be understood by contemporary statesmen, ana-
lysts and scholars. In the first place, the ruble was in the crosshairs and now it
seems that it is the turn of the dollar to find itself in a similar situation. Cur-
rencies are way too important for contemporary battlespaces to delegate their
management exclusively to economists, financiers or bankers. With the di-
rect offensive involvement of money in the conflict, it has given the guide-
lines for new modalities and strategies that will be the starting point of “more
complex financial conflicts” and there is no way to reverse these trends. Con-
sequently, analysts are considering whether, as a powerful catalyst for struc-
tural change, the period of increasing instability may eventually lead to ‘mul-
tipolarity of currencies’ and/or bifurcation or segmentation of international
finance. Either way, the future of the world economy will manifest the future
configuration of the global order. Since the trajectories of both have always
interwoven, both are literally two sides of the same coin.

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The article discusses the changes in the Global Geo-Economic system that have taken place
in the last decade and the most recent years. At the same time, the author draws attention
to both the Root Causes of such changes, and those that have manifested themselves in
recent years — the Pandemic and the Russian-Ukrainian War. According to the author,
the actions of these causes go far beyond the geographic boundaries of the parties involved
and lead to a significant change in the Geopolitical Map of the World.
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The influence of the coronavirus pandemic and the War of Russia against
Ukraine on the state of the global market and its geo-economic structure is
devoted to such a large number of publications that it is not possible to cite
even the most important of them in a simple article (this requires a separate
study). However, we can mention some publications on certain areas of the
geo-economic impact of the COVID-19 pandemic, such as the Report of the
London-based International Institute for Strategic Studies on subject of the
European Security [1], Research by specialists of the Mexican Institute of the

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Americas in Pueblo in the field of Sino-Latin American relations [2], or an
article by the former Minister of Foreign Affairs of India on the consequences
of the pandemic for his country [3]. Among the publications devoted to the
geo-economic and political impact of Russia’s War against Ukraine, I would
like to draw attention to the constant speeches on this topic (Ukraine in
Focus) by Prince Michael von Liechtenstein, head of an analytical center the
GIS (Geopolitical Intelligence Service) and Mexican researcher from the New
Zealand Massey University Jose-Miguel Alonso-Trabanco [4—8].

Special attention should be paid to generalizing research, in particular,
commissioned by the Austrian Raiffeisenbank [9] and, of course, the Report on
Global Risks prepared for the Davos World Economic Forum in 2023, which
pointed to a geo-economic confrontation, as the third most important threats
in the short term and remaining in the top ten threats in the long term .
As the Report notes, “in the face of vulnerabilities highlighted by the pandemic
and then war, economic policy, particularly in advanced economies, is increa-
singly directed towards geopolitical goals. Countries are seeking to build “self-
sufficiency”, underpinned by state aid, and achieve “sovereignty” from rival po-
wers, through onshoring and “friend-shoring” global supply chains. Defensive
measures to boost local production and minimize foreign interference in criti-
cal industries include subsidies, tighter investment screening, data localization
policies, visa bans and exclusion of companies from key markets” 2.

The purpose of this article is not just to generalize the opinions already
expressed, but to look at this problem from the Ukrainian point of view,
namely based on the need to Predict the Geo-Economic situation in which
Ukraine will have to implement its Post-War Economic Recovery Program.

It has to be emphasized that World Hegemony is no longer associated
with the conquest of new territories, or even with the direct subjugation of
the enemy’s economic space. Today, it is more connected with the imposition
of one’s own political will and vision of the Future, establishment and main-
tenance of the desired typology of international economic relations, with the
achievement of strategic boundaries determined by geo-economic compe-
tition and, finally, with the possibility of strengthening or eroding one or
another system of socio-economic orientations in building a democratic and
effectively functioning state system.

As the Bulgarian researcher K. Petrov rightly points out, “in geoeconomic
terms, the state must have ample opportunities to manage the process of
integration into the global economy, strengthen social and economic potential
and ensure the protection of the population.Within the new global (but not
universal) economy, the contours of its “specialized segments” are becoming
clearer — the so-called “large economic spaces’, united by their common

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cultural and historical traditions, common type of economic practice, com-
mon socialeconomic interests and strategic goals. These spaces often go
beyond geographical boundaries, as a result of which the world is in a period
of restructuring of until recently “bipolar world”, emerging a world with more
than two geoeconomic poles of a “new regionalism”, which is likely to form
the geoeconomic skeleton of the world in the Third Millennium. At the heart
of the “large economic spaces” will be the organic interaction between the
new regional power centers and the nation-states entering the respective
“large space”. The big question on a global scale is which of these centers will
fill with content “the achievement of sustainable development”

ment” [10, p. 22—23].

Taking this into account, it can be noted that the world economy is in the
midst of transformational changes, the most characteristic feature of which
is the fast Growth of a number of Emerging Economies. (Sometimes it looks
even as a jump from the former “Third World” to the First one). At some
moment, it even seemed that by the end of the third decade (and according
to some forecasts — even earlier) — such countries as Brazil, China, India,
Indonesia and the Russian Federation — would become a determining factor
in Global Growth (in any case, they could become next to the leading count-
ries of the previous period, such as the USA, the EU, Japan).

However, subsequent events made certain adjustments to such expec-
tations. These events include the tragic earthquake and tsunami that hit
Japan in March 2011, the political upheaval that gripped much of the Middle
East and North Africa (the “Arab Spring”), and the financial upheaval. As a
result, there was a slowdown in development in some “candidate- for -leader-
ship countries™:

« in Japan (where development was quite problematic, but still gave hope
in connection with the policy of “Abenomics");

« in Saudi Arabia and other countries of the Persian Gulf (where economic
problems resulted by the aggravation of the domestic political situation and
manifestations of foreign political confrontation);

« in Brazil (which economic future looked rosy a quarter of a century
ago [11], but quite predictably — taking into account socio-political attitu-
des) — Brazil has “missed the bus” and lost its chance to become not only a
Regional but Global leader: at the end of the second decade of the 21st cen-
tury, its GDP growth barely exceeded one per cent);

« even in the “hope of anti-imperialist forces”, in China (which, by the
way, has itself become a symbol of “New Imperialism”) has significantly redu-
ced its Growth rates, confirming the forecasts of those economists who paid
attention to the conditioning of high rates by the low base of the previous
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state of the economy, as well as demonstrating the dependence of its economy
on relations with Western partners-competitors;

« it finally became clear that the “Economic Renaissance” of the renewed
Soviet Union, which Russia persistently tried to ensure during the second
decade, turning its Customs Union into the Eurasian Economic Union
(EurAsEC), and then into the Eurasian Union, will not take place either et al.

At the same time, India shows intentions to overtake everyone in terms
of Economic Growth. However, it is quite unstable (in 2020 and at the be-
ginning of 2022, even crisis phenomena were noted, but then the pace was
restored again, reaching marks of up to 15 percent per year in some quarters).
In any case, this allows us to talk about a serious challenge to the “eastern
neighbor” — China in the race for the title of “Second Economy of the World”
in the medium term.

The chances of another Asian regional leader — Turkey — have also
increased significantly. Moreover, the definition of “Asian” in this case is not
entirely accurate, since taking into account the formal Eurointegration In-
tentions of Ankara, as well as its economic influence not only on the “Eurasian”
“post-Soviet countries” (Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan, etc.), but also on the comp-
letely European Ukraine and Moldova — we can talk about the growth of the
Inter-Regional Geoeconomic importance of Turkey.

In this way, the predictions of the experts of the World Bank about the
fact that

The distribution of global growth will become more diffuse, with no
single country dominating the global economic scene have come true. The
seeds of this change were planted some time ago. Over the past two decades,
the world has witnessed emerging economies rise to become a powerful force
in international production, trade, and finance”.

It is possible to define out three groups of main reasons that cause the
changes mentioned above in the pace and direction of geo-economic restruc-
turing: root-caused (civilizational), pandemic (related to the economic con-
sequences of COVID-19) and military-political (consequences of Russia’s
military aggression against Ukraine).

The Root Causes are determined by the internal values of Civilizations,
which include individual countries. The Abrahamic Civilization is characte-
rized by a Market Economy based on the free economic activity of all market
participants and equal competition between them (although their level differs
in individual sub-civilizations: Jewish, Christian and Muslim ones). The same
time the Etatic (even Despotic) Economy is based on Confucian views and
postulates of Taoist Civilization (China, Korea, Japan). At last, Dharmic Civi-
lization (India, Sri Lanka) is more conducive to the Caste Economy — petty
and archaic. So, the European (broader — Euro-Atlantic) Community has

ensured itself a centuries-old Economic Leadership due to the fact that it
simply rather “felt” the relevant factors (triggers) of Growth, which were
excellently described by the British historian N. Ferguson — competition,
science, property, medicine, consumption and work [12]. And that is why a
total change has begun in the world, especially under the threat of COVID-19,
which will impose the model of opportunities for developing a broader
framework of European spatial development [10, p. 26]

The appeal to European values by the countries of other Civilizations
quickly produced appropriate economic results (in Japan, Korea, later in Chi-
na, India and Brazil), and attempts to abandon “Western values” and return
to “Traditional views” (systemically, in the PRC, episodically — in India) im-
mediately responded by slowing down Economic Growth. Similar processes
can be seen in Latin America — Brazil — a country with a small share of the
population, which are a carrier of the traditions of the Inca Civilization (a
little favorable for the Market Economy), — despite everything, still demon-
strates much better economic results than the countries of the Andean group.

Pandemic causes, i.e. the negative impact of the COVID-19 pandemic
(additional budgetary costs for medical services, reduction of labor costs,
etc.), and even more — the effect of restrictions on people movement, working
hours of various institutions, complications of trade logistics, etc. — not so
much the impact of the pandemic, how many “anti-pandemic measures”
have become a completely unexpected factor of Geo-Economic changes. The
global COVID-19 pandemic has become, according to R. Ward from the
London-based International Institute for Strategic Studies, a “generation-de-
fining event” [13, p. 13].

Unlike 2008—2009, this Global Economic Crisis was not caused by Mar-
ket Reasons, but by the shutdown of Economic Activity in accordance with
government decisions. The “Great Quarantine” caused simultaneous negative
shocks on both Supply and Demand Sides, which suppressed economic pro-
cesses quite quickly, hitting the service sector the hardest.

According to IMF forecasts, losses to the World Economy between 2020
and 2025 due to the pandemic will amount to 28 trillion dollars and that
120 million jobs will be permanently lost in the Tourism industry alone. The
economic recession linked to the pandemic has raised concerns about
growing debt problems in developing countries, where estimates 40 % of
banking assets are at risk of distress by the IMF [14].

In general, the “Great Quarantine” hit the less developed count-
ries especially hard: their markets immediately began to see an outflow of
foreign investments — which, according to some estimates, could reach
100 billion dollars.

It is obvious that the Global Cause of the Crisis phenomena required the
same Global Response, which required a coordinated response of the main
international organizations. However, the WHO’s actions and forecasts
turned out to be so ineffective that they caused a flurry of accusations —
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from unprofessionalism to playing on the side of one of the parties (specifi-
cally, China).

The leaders of the G7 and G20 countries held relevant meetings, which
also turned out to be not very effective. Some analysts were surprised that
the G7 outpaced the G20 in responding to COVID-19, while other analysts
doubted that the G20, which has a larger size and diversity of economies,
could provide the necessary coordination. And indeed, governments of indi-
vidual countries have mostly acted unilaterally, in particular when they closed
borders and imposed restrictions on the export of medical equipment and
drugs. The Administration of D. Trump preferred the goals of the policy
“America First", and Saudi Arabia (chair of the G20 in 2020) was involved in
solving its own domestic political problems and fighting over oil prices; and
tensions between the US and China have complicated G20 consensus.

Thus, the economic consequences of the Pandemic are quite deep and
this, of course, affects the geo-economic situation. In particular, in the gro-
wing tension between the US and China, not just as two rivals, but as between
a functioning “Great Power” and a Developing country.

“The West’s loss of intellectual and strategic confidence in the wake of the
2008 crisis and the accompanying political volatility emboldened Beijing in
rejecting Western norms in favour of its ‘authoritarian capitalism’ model and
in asserting its claims to great-power status” [13, p. 16—18].

Summarizing the review of the economic consequences of the COVID-19
pandemic, it should be recognized that despite its overall negative impact on
the World Economy, the relative losses were not evenly distributed. As a
result, the losses of China (which was the source of the pandemic problem)
turned out to be smaller, compared to its Geo-Economic competitors — the
USA and, especially, the EU countries. Therefore, the Geo-Economic conse-
quence of the Pandemic was the approach of the economic potential of the
PRC to the USA, while the EU began to withdraw to the most distant orbit (of
the conventional Heliocentric Mdel of Modern Geo-Economics), which
eventually found its manifestation in the establishment of the actual parity of
the dollar and the euro (the exchange rate of which for a long period was
traditionally higher by 10—30 percent). One can also agree with the conclu-
sion of American experts that, unlike the 2008 Crisis, measures to support
liquidity and creditworthiness are now in place to support the demand-side,
and therefore the current crisis did not begin as a Financial Crisis. However,
it may turn into one if the recovery of economic activity is delayed *. The
previously outlined trends have intensified: the “bifurcation” of the global
economic system caused by the rivalry between the United States and China
is suppressing the prospects for global economic growth. Against this bac-
kground, there are qualitative changes in the relations of the state to economic
processes in the direction of increased state intervention.

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There is no doubt that the COVID-19 pandemic has geopolitical and
geoeconomic consequences around the world, some of which can be assessed
now and some of which will be felt in the distant future — especially since the
Pandemic is not yet over and it is not known whether it has even passed its
peak. All the more so, given the kind of “leadership vacuum” in the World,
the recovery process after COVID-19 may be more difficult and longer than
expected. So, “Beyond the immediate and devastating human cost of the
coronavirus pandemic, the economic consequences were, and will continue
to be, severe” [1, p. 5]. At the same time, industrially developed countries can
do without such “leadership”, but many African, Latin American and Asian
countries cannot, because they require constant support. In this regard, the
role of the EU and, first of all, Germany is growing, because Germany can
only prosper when the economies of other EU countries and the rest of the
world are doing well, so that Germany can sell its products and interact with
other economies.

In general, the consequence of the pandemic was the expectation that
“by 2050, each of the world’s three largest economies — China, the US and
India (in that order) — will be larger than the next five economies combined”
[13,p. 20]. In such a case, one should expect geo-economic tension in relations
between China and India, which he will perceive as the next Civilizatio-
nal Threat.

Against this background, a new unexpected factor came into play —
Russia’s War against Ukraine, and ultimately against the existing global Geo-
political and Geoeconomic Order. Military and political reasons significantly
changed the geo-economic situation.

This refers to the Russian — Ukrainian War, which became a kind of
Watershed in Global Development. It is connected not only with the prob-
lems of Ukraine’s relations with Russia, but also with previous Geo-Economic
Transformations, in particular those caused by the global Financial Crisis of
2008—2009. Observing the serious financial and economic problems of the
West, China decided that the Western model capitalism and liberal demo-
cratic governance is not necessarily the optimal model. The rise of China,
which favors Authoritarian Capitalism, has become a point of friction, espe-
cially as the Asian Giant has expressed its intentions to become a Hegemonic
Global Power, or at least push the International System toward a more Mul-
tipolar Order [15].

Observing the intensification of the competitive struggle that developed
between the United States and China after the end of the “Cold War", Russia
did not want to be left out of this new, economic “Cold War". But with less
economic potential than China, Russia was willing to use military force to get
what it wanted. In Moscow’s eyes, it has defended its sphere of influence in
Georgia (starting a brief war to prevent that country from joining the NATO
or the EU in 2008), annexing Crimea in 2014, and helping support friendly
regimes in Syria, Venezuela and parts of Africa (with weapons, advisers and
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mercenaries). At the same time, an important trend “is that shifting geopolitics
has catalyzed shifting geo-economics” [15]. For the United States, Great
Britain and other states that share an Atlantic orientation, this crisis offers a
window of opportunity to bleed Russia until it collapses. Thus, from the
Western point of view, the demise of Russia as a great power will be the first
step in the formation of a collective effort or alliance specifically designed to
encircle and inflict economic and political blows on China, which is recog-
nized by the West as the main strategic competitor for the coming decades.
Therefore, the war against Ukraine can undermine the ambitious plans of the
Celestial Empire to transform itself into a core of the Eurasian geo-economic
axis and a Super-Power that would defeat American hegemony peacefully
(that is, by non-military means) [7].

The Russian invasion of Ukraine significantly affected the situation in
Asia and greatly worried China. This concern has a clearly expressed Geo-
Economic character and is connected with the ambitious plans of the Chinese
“Belt and Road” Initiative — simply put, the restoration of the legendary “Silk
Road”, the main route of which was supposed to pass through the territories
of the countries of Central Asia and Russia. Now these plans, in which huge
funds have already been invested, are in jeopardy due to doubts about Russia’s
ability to guarantee the necessary logistical support (especially under the
pressure of Western sanctions and the reluctance of Ukraine and Poland to
provide the “finishing stages” for such a path). In such a situation, China is
quite logically looking at another route — through Iran. This country also has
sanctions problems, but the prospect of becoming a key element of a new
Global Trade Route may force the Ayatollah to significantly change his views
and make the necessary concessions (this is, in particular, the “Nuclear
Agreement”). Anticipating this, other countries are also increasing their focus
on Iran. In particular, this applies to India. It can be assumed that Putin’s ill-
fated visit to Tehran (where he was forced to wait for the scheduled meeting)
is connected precisely with the fact that Russia is seriously afraid of losing its
values to China — which can have very far-reaching consequences for both
Geoeconomics and Geopolitics.

Thus, an important “beneficiary” of the new Post-War situation may be
Iran, which can (under certain political circumstances) turn into a new World
Trade Center [16].

Consequently, it was Ukraine that found itself at the center of a clash of
interests of several important actors of global politics and economy at once.

As noted, “considering its geoeconomic profile, Ukraine is a highly de-
sirable prize. As such, great powers are willing to go to great lengths to deter-
mine its orientation” [6].

The question of choosing the strategic direction of the development of
the Ukrainian state has attracted the attention of researchers from the very
moment of its proclamation, and even in the previous period of the struggle
for independence. Of course, Ukrainian academicians (political scientists,
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philosophers, economists) have long been paying attention to the problem of
the strategic direction of the development of the Ukrainian state, asking the
sacramental question: “Where are you going, Ukraine?” (or “Quo vadis, Uk-
raine?” — in Russian or Latin, depending on their geopolitical preferences).
Moreover, this question is actively asked not only in Ukraine, but also in
Russia [17—19], and in Ukraine’s Eastern European neighbors [20], or in
other countries of the European Union [21], and overseas [22].

It is obvious that “[t]he current political realities with the dilemma of
‘East’ or ‘West are not so ‘current”” They were “present” every time Ukraine
tried to take or even took a step towards independence” [23].

At the same time, the prospect of being a “sanitary belt” (regardless of
whom it should divide — democratic or totalitarian states) is quite sad, and
in order to avoid it, Ukraine had to maneuver, which will require high
diplomatic skills and cohesion at the elite level. And maneuvering is also
just a tactic.

Meanwhile, Reality increasingly demanded not only tactics, but also a
strategy of political actions. Moreover, even in relation to goals that are con-
sidered to be already clearly understood, accepted and that are on this side of
the “decision-making horizon”.

Economic Globalization has a non-linear nature of development, which
is characterized by non-periodic changes in the speed, aswell as in the di-
rections and trends of its development. In this regard, it demonstrates con-
stant (sometimes rather sharp) changes in the main trends and structure of
the Global Economic System.

CONCLUSIONS

In general, the following main Macro-Economic trends will be characteristic
of the Post-War World (2025—2050): Development of the high technologies
and Re-orientation of Value Added Chains; the growing economic impact of
Climate Change; Ttransformation of the International Financial System; new
directions of Migration flows; the growing Role of the State in regulating
economic processes, etc.

Under any scenario of the War, the geo-economic position of Russia will
not just change, but will undergo a devastating collapse. Removed from Glo-
balization processes and deprived of access to the high technologies, it will
inevitably turn from a contender for the role of a Global Actor into a regional
satellite of China, or, in general, into a great autarky of the “patriarchal eco-
nomy". And this, first of all, will radically change the Geo-Economic layouts
in the Post-Soviet space, which will be economically occupied by China and
Turkey (perhaps with the consent of the USA and the EU).

However, Asian economic expansion in Western markets, if not stopped,
will significantly lose momentum. As a result, the “Economic Roll-back” of the
USA will stop, and the international role of the dollar will relatively strengthen.
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The question of the struggle for the second place in the Global Economy
between the EU and China remains open: in the Post-War era, the outcome
of the competition will depend on the scenario of the end of the War, that is,
on China’s ability to increase its economic potential at the expense of Russia
and the ability of European countries to get rid of dependence on the Rus-
sian market.

The failure of the Russian “blitzkrieg” also led to significant Geo-Econo-
mic changes: sanctions, counter-sanctions, expences to the support of Ukrai-
ne, of course, negatively affect the economic condition of the USA and EU
countries and significantly reduce demand, including for products from
China and India; and this, in turn, significantly inhibits economic growth in
China and India, which undermines their leadership ambitions in the Global
Economy. On the other hand, it can be seen that the position of the United
States, on the contrary, is recovering — as evidenced by the growth of the
dollar against the euro (in an level that has not been observed since the intro-
duction of the collective European currency).

At the same time, the conducted analysis leads to the conclusion that
there has been no fundamental change in previous trends: sooner or later
similar processes should have taken place even without the influence of the
coronavirus pandemic and Russian aggression against Ukraine. These two
factors, rather, played the role of a catalyst that only accelerates the pro-
cesses caused by fundamental factors. Of course, with certain adjustments
that will depend on the specific results of the fight against both the Pandemic
and Russian aggression.

It is also necessary to take into account that Global Geo-Economic
changes continue to be influenced by other events — of a political, economic
and social nature — that take place in different regions of the world: from
the development of left-wing political currents based on “Indian socialism”
in the countries of Latin America to the strengthening of military — political
instability in the north of Africa and the growth of the economic power of
the countries of Southeast Asia (such as Vietnam, Indonesia, Malaysia).
Although, on the other hand, the development of these processes will also
depend on the overcoming of the coronovirus pandemic and the end of Rus-
sian aggression.

Post-War changes in Ukraine will also have a political, economic and
security dimension. Economic consequences, first of all, will be manifested in
the form of material and financial losses caused by the War. In this regards, in
the short term, it is necessary to talk about the simple restoration (reconst-
ruction) of certain objects of transport, communal and industrial infrastruc-
ture. At the same time, the main attention in the medium and long term
should be focused on new development priorities (which must be determined
based on both global trends and domestic potential). Such reforms should be
preceded by de-oligarchization, de-monopolization and the development of
a competitive environment.
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Atthe same time, it is necessary to decide on such fundamental conditions
of further economic development as the new Role of the State in managing
the economy; Ukraine’s new place in the Global Economy — as a candidate
country for EU membership, as an EU member-country and Ukraine’s parti-
cipation in other international regional structures: “Mizmorye” (Baltic-Black
Sea Union), etc. It is, in particular, about the fact that the basis of Ukraine’s
European integration tactics can become a real deepening of relations with
the countries of the “Visegrad Four” and the Baltic-Black Sea arc (in the latter
case, Romania, Bulgaria and, possibly Turkey). This way of Integration into
the European Union can be fixed even in a separate agreement with the
European Union.

All this creates additional problems, but at the same time, it also gives
Ukraine real chances to take a worthy place in the Global Economic System.

In this regards, Ukraine will continue to face the task of becoming one
of the leading “Twenty” of the World as a Modern State with a competitive
economy of the 21st century. Such a task does not belong to the genre of
political fiction, but logically follows from the analysis of the current stage of
the Globalization process and corresponds not only to the existing Social
and Economic potential of Ukraine, but also to the general interests of the
World Community.

The COVID-19 pandemic and, especially, Russian aggression have fun-
damentally changed the situation in the direction of a sharp rapprochement
of Ukraine with Western partners and a rapprochement of Ukrainian mental
values with Euro-Atlantic counterparts. This, in turn, created a strong trend
of “Europeanization”, which affects not only the intellectual and business
elite, but, indeed, broad sections of the country’s population. Now it is impor-
tant that this trend leads to concrete results. After all, politicians and theore-
ticians can talk as much as they want about the Europeanness of Ukraine and
our loyalty to European values, but in reality Ukraine will feel European one
(and, accordingly, other European nations will feel this way) only when the
cultural elite (and behind it, the broad strata population) will take an active
part in European Social Life. When European problems will be discussed not
only in our Mass Media, but the Ukrainian point of view on European prob-
lems will be present in the Western Mass Media. When Ukrainian citizens
will become a constant phenomenon on the streets of European cities not
only as gastarbeiters and refugees, but also as visitors to all kinds of business
and cultural events.

However, if we assume that Ukraine has already passed the difficult path
of European Integration (as it was noted on the EU-Ukraine Summit early
February 2023, Ukraine has fulfilled 72 percent of the recommendations of
the European Commission and may to start negotiations soon) and joined
the European Union (omitting the probable modification of the EU itself), it
can be argued that this will significantly increase the role and weight of the
“new Europe” in contrast to the “old” one, and will also exacerbate the prob-
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lems between the “core Europe” and the “periphery". Both metamorphoses
cannot help but worry the EU politicians and businessmen already, largely
determining their attitude to certain issues of our cooperation: first from the
provision of a visa-free regime to the recognition of the “European perspective”
of Ukraine, and (second) under new circumstances — from anti-Russian
sanctions to the provision of the necessary heavy weapons, as well as the
procedure for providing financial assistance both during the war and for the
Post-War Economic Recovery of Ukraine.

But it should be taken into account that achieving the above goal requires
a lot of time, which we do not have: the destroyed economy of the country, on
the one hand, and the development of events (transformations) in the global
economy — on the other, reproduce the state of the “Red Queen Running”
from the fairy tale Alice Through the Looking Glass — “it takes all the running
you can do, to keep in the same place. If you want to get somewhere else,
you must run at least twice as fast as that!”

In this regard, we need innovative assistance and integration into the
structures of the European Union, since there is practically no other option.
This was clear even before the War. But as claimed by the so-called “Political
Trilemma of the World Economy” of the Turkish economist D. Rodrik, no state
in modern conditions can in practice ensure the achievement of more than two
of the following goals: “deep economic integration’, “preserving national sove-
reignty” and “ensuring a democratic order”. Therefore, the actual choice of the
“two out of three” combination, which to the greatest extent corresponded to
the real distribution of political forces in the country and constituted the essen-
ce of the tactical steps of the Ukrainian authorities and civil society in recent
years, consisted in the refusal of rapid integration, which would be guaranteed
to limit both sovereignty and democracy (joining the Eurasian Union) in favor
of preserving democracy in the face of forced gradual integration into the
European Union (due to both objective and subjective reasons), which pushed
the prospects of voluntary limitation from sovereignty (due to the transfer of
certain state functions to the European Commission) to long enough.

So, summarizing all of the above, we note that, taking into account Geo-
political and Geoeconomic factors, Post-War Ukraine can confidently claim a
prominent place in the Modern System of the Global Economy, which is
characterized by three main components of its economic development strategy,
namely: i) the European vector of integration into the World Economy; ii) the
status of a regional Maritime State and iii) the presence of a politically and
economically influential Ukrainian Community Abroad. This “triad” is not
the result of only “cabinet studies” or purely “academic thinking’, but reflects
an approach that has crystallized over almost a third of a century of the practice
of economic development of the state and, in principle, finds its embodiment
in the actions of the modern government. It is only desirable that these
directions are perceived not as one of many possible ones, but as truly
meaningful and prioritized.

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CURRENT PRIORITIES OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT:
IMPACT OF GLOBAL TRANSFORMATIONS AND UKRAINE’S
TASKS IN THE (POST)WAR PERIOD

The peculiarities of state’s key social priorities formation amid a combination of mul-
tiple cascading economic and political crises are shown. The impact of global crisis
factors on the prospects of national social development in the context of achieving the
Sustainable Development Goals by 2030 is revealed. Taking into account the experi-
ence of such global crises as the financial and economic crisis of 2008-2009, the
COVID-19 pandemic-driven “coronacrisis’, and the crisis associated with the Russia-
Ukraine war, the key role of labor and employment sphere in post-crisis recovery is
substantiated. On the example of Ukraine, the key social priorities in the situation of
military shocks caused by the Russian Federation’s full-scale armed invasion are de-
fined. It is shown that the formation of national social priorities and relevant direc-
tions of state policy for post-war Ukraine should be based on the following modern
international approaches: 1) of the National Academy of Social Insurance (USA) —
regarding the provision of social pillars of state’s economic security and their financial
stability; 2) of the European Union — regarding the implementation of the social
quality policy and the actualization of welfare state model. Recommendations on the
formation of the state policy of Ukraine in the (post)war period are developed and of-
fered in order to provide the social pillars of economic security and ensure their finan-
cial stability in the following areas of state regulation: 1) labor and employment policy;
2) social payments, guarantees and benefits policy; 3) the policy of securing individual
incomes; 4) social equality policy. For the conditions of the post-war recovery of
Ukraine, it is proposed to expand the theoretical construction of social pillars with
additional — demographic and labor — pillar of state’s economic security.
